generation. Professor Correa was promoted to Fourth  Black Degree by Arturo 

Petit, and was promoted to Fifth and Sixth by the M aster Bob White , Black Belt 

Ninth Degree, who was student of the Senior Grand M aster Ed Parker , creator 

of the American Kenpo Karate System . Mr. Correa participated in numerous 

Seminars in Chile as in the United States, being th e first and most important  

in 1978 with S.G.M. Parker. Also brought to your at tention the seminar with 

Bill Wallace, Tadashi Yamashita, Fumio Demura, Eric  Lee, Dominique Valera, 

Benny Urquidez, Frank Trejo, Joe Palanzo. In the Un ited States, with Bob 

White , John Sepulveda, Jeff Speakman in Las Vegas, Richa rd Planas, Paul Dye, 

Mohammad Tabatabai, etc. Professor Correa began tea ching Kenpo in 1975 in 

the school of the Mr. Petit and opened his own in 1 985. 

He has become one of the most faithful representati ves of the American 

Kenpo in Chile. Professor Correa has his Head Quart ers in Santiago, schools 

affiliated in Ñuñoa, Las Condes, Puente Alto and Ca brero. In 1998, after a 

successful trip to the United States, he received t he Representation of 

AMERICAN KENPO SENIOR COUNCIL, one of the most impo rtant organizations 

of Kenpo, he has fulfilled many awarding contests  and these special events 

were honored with the invitation to Professor  Bob White and his student Colin 

Van Deusen in 2001 in the successful First Seminary  of Kenpo after the death 

of  Mr. Petit, which brought the recognition to him  of Kenpoists of Chile and 

United States. In his last trip to the United State s in 1999 he participated in 

the International Kenpo Karate Tournament as a judg e, I.K.K.A., in Long Beach, 

California. In 2002 he was a member of the FECHAM, Chilean Federation of 

Martial Arts. These Federation groups are represent ed by styles. On August 3 rd   

2003 organized an opened Tournament Match, like the  Seminar which took 

place on August 4 th  in which Teacher Bob White participated along with  Jeff 

Newton, high level North American and competing cha mpion, and Rob Fenton, 
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both students of the Mr. White who made an outstand ing presentation. Mr. 

Correa has a daughter Monique who is an outstanding  student of Kenpo, and 

was promoted to Blue Belt by Mr. White in Santiago,  august 2003.  

In 2008 Mr. Correa invited Master Bob White who cam e with his wife 

Barbara, an outstanding student, Fourth Degree Blac k Belt and dictated a 

seminar for chilean Kenpoist family, everybody was so happy and admired the 

quality of knowledge of the Art of Kenpo and person ality of both them.
